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THE LORD’S RECOVERY IN TAIWAN

In May 1949, Brother Witness Lee was sent by Brother Watchman Nee to Taiwan. The work of
the Lord’s recovery in Taiwan formally began in Taipei on August 1. There was a widespread of the
gospel through the churches. Brother Lee ministered by conducting conferences and trainings every
year and also through the publication work. Within a short period of five to six years, the number of
saints multiplied by a hundredfold, reaching a total of 40,000 to 50,000.

In 1962, Brother Lee was led by the Lord to start the work in the United States. A year-end
conference was held in Los Angeles, formally bringing the work of the Lord’s recovery to the English-
speaking world. After that Brother Lee often made visits to Taiwan to lead the churches in Taiwan
and the Far East to move forward in truth, life, and service.

In the autumn of 1984, seeing that the multiplication and spread of the churches in the Lord’s
recovery had come to a standstill, Brother Lee decided to move back to Taipei to carry out the God-
ordained way to meet and to serve according to the revelation of the Bible. In 1986, the “Bible Truth
and Church Service Full-time Training” began in Taipei to perfect young university graduates who
have a heart to serve the Lord for the preparation of useful vessels for the Lord’s recovery.

Today, there are 122 churches in Taiwan and about 140,000 saints who meet regularly. We hope
that in the church life everyone will practice morning revival and live an overcoming life, every family
will be revived, every small group will experience the building in love, every district will richly exhibit
Christ, and the number of saints will multiply for the building up of the Body of Christ.

THE PRACTICE OF THE CHURCH LIFE

I. Shepherding According to God for the Accomplishment of God’s Economy

A. Enjoying the Riches of the Ministry

The saints in the churches in Taiwan consistently benefit from The Holy Word for Morning Revival
to be kept up with the Lord’s up-to-date speaking. The supplementary publication Ministry Digest, a
compilation of ministry excerpts in line with the themes of the international conferences and
trainings, has been helpful to the saints in understanding the truth, experiencing life, learning to
serve, and enjoying the riches of God’s word. In addition, the saints are encouraged to pursue the
Life-study messages and other ministry books, thus entering into the pasture to gain timely help and
supply, and be equipped and perfected in the truth, through the enjoyment of the riches in the
ministry. Furthermore, the churches set up day-by-day Bible-reading schedules for the saints to read
through the Old Testament and the New Testament. Through the Recovery Version text and
footnotes, the saints are ushered into the intrinsic significance of the revelations in the Bible and fed
with the fatness of the Word. The Lord’s recovery is a recovery of the truth. Through the ministry as
an opener of the Word, the saints are able to know the truth, present the truth, be constituted with
the truth, and become good “diggers” of the truth.

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B. Living a God-man Life

In order to help the saints grow in life, the churches in Taiwan lead the saints to live a God-
man life by calling on the Lord, pray-reading the Word, practicing morning revival and evening
prayer, thus building an intimate relationship with the Lord. Corporate living in the brothers’
and sisters’ houses helps students and young working saints build up a regulated God-man
living through personal and corporate spiritual exercises. Giving heed to the household as the
basic unit of salvation and service, we practice a household God-man living to be completely
separated from the world, to live and walk by the Spirit, to die and live together with Christ in
His death and resurrection, and to become His corporate reproduction and expression.

C. Shepherding the Lord’s Flock

In the churches in Taiwan, saints are encouraged to carry out home meetings with newly
saved ones. By reading the Bible, Life-study messages, or Life Lessons together with the new
ones, we are able to cherish them in the humanity of Jesus and nourish them in the divinity of
Christ. In addition, we establish spiritual and vital companionship through instant messaging
platforms such as Line and WeChat so that we can shepherd one another continually anytime.

Moreover, we encourage the practice of bringing meetings to the homes. Based on the
weekly meeting attendance recorded in the church life statistics system, a name list is
generated every week containing the saints requiring care. The name lists are sent out to the
servings ones as a reminder for them to receive the burden from the Lord to care for those
who cannot come to the meetings and to continually supply them with the word of life every
week. Each saint can keep two to three people in his heart according to his capacity. With the
love of our Father and the shepherding and seeking spirit of our Savior, we endeavor to
recover the brothers and sisters in their first love for the Lord so that they will follow the
footsteps of the flock to enjoy a joyful and rich church life.
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Il. Everyone Functioning to Build Up the Body of Christ
A. Perfecting the Saints in the Practice of the New Way

The churches in Taiwan practice the new way to recover a church life in which everyone
functions and serves for the building up of the Body of Christ. To meet the need in various
areas of the church life, regional service trainings are conducted for brothers and sisters
respectively. Those who serve in coordination are thus perfected to take the lead to pick up
the burden of shepherding and become patterns of others in pursuing the truth and in
exercising to be faithful and prudent stewards of the Lord. In a church life structured on gospel
preaching, home meetings, small group meetings, and district meetings, the saints practice
begetting, nourishing, teaching, and building, daily bringing men to God through prayer
according to God’s heart desire and daily bringing God to men by ministering life to people,
bringing them to salvation, and helping them grow in life.

B. Bringing People to the Lord through Weekly Gospel Visitations

Since 20009, there has been a burden among the churches in Taiwan to gain ten thousand
young people every year. The saints are encouraged to set aside two hours each week and
develop a habit of steadfastly visiting people with the gospel. Before going out, the brothers
and sisters would pray-read the Word or digest a portion of ministry message concerning the
God-ordained way, sing hymns and pray to be stirred up in their spirit. Such a practice of
visiting people from house to house has resulted not only in bringing sons of peace to the Lord
but also in recovering the dormant saints and bringing them back to the house of God. We
can testify that although we may be strained physically, whenever we deny ourselves to
preach the gospel with boldness, we are the first ones to experience salvation. Presently more
than eighty percent of the churches have picked up this practice of weekly gospel visitations
with a view to solidly build up a gospel living among the saints.
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C. Blessing Everyone through Small Group Meetings in the Homes

In order to bring the church life to the homes, we encourage all the saints to open their
homes for group meetings, whether they are strong or weak, even if they seldom come to the
church meetings or do so only once a year. This is based on the pattern seen in Luke 5:29:

“And Levi gave a great reception for Him [Jesus] in his house; and there was a great crowd
of tax collectors and others who were reclining at table with them.” When Levi was saved, he
opened his house to give a great reception for the Lord and invited the sinners who eventually
received the benefit of the gospel.

Besides opening homes for gospel preaching and nourishing new believers, the saints are
also perfected to establish small groups for children, young people, college students, young
working ones, and other age groups in the communities. In this way everyone in the church,
from the youngest to the oldest, would be blessed to know and preach the truth, to grow in
spiritual life, and to be built up with others by living in the Body.

D. Building Up the Church by Prophesying for the Lord

Numbers 11:29 says, “Oh that all Jehovah’s people were prophets, that Jehovah would put
His Spirit upon them!” In order that everyone can prophesy, we help the saints practice
morning revival with their companions, rising early in the morning to spend time with the Lord,
muse upon the Word during the day, and learn to appreciate what Christ is, so that they would
grow in life by eating, drinking, and partaking of Him. At the end of the week, they would
compose a three-minute prophecy for their speaking during the Lord’s day meeting. When
everyone prophesies, Christ is exhibited and all may learn and be encouraged for the building
up of the church.

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[ll. Blending for Building Up and for the Reality of the One New man
A. Entering into the Truth and Blending with the Churches

“The purpose of the blending is to usher us all into the reality of the Body of Christ.” (The
Practical Points Concerning Blending, p.10) To enhance fellowship and blending among the
responsible brothers, the saints, and the churches, the churches in Taiwan have a good
number of blending occasions throughout the year, which include the nationwide blending
conferences for the brothers and for the sisters respectively to lead the saints into the spring
and fall ITERO messages, and blending conferences held at the Central Taiwan Blending
Center after the Memorial Day Conference and the Thanksgiving Conference to lead the
saints into the conference messages by PSRP. All local churches in Taiwan receive the
semiannual Crystallization-study Trainings by conducting video trainings and meetings in
which the live training messages are re-spoken. In this way all the saints are led into the
messages and burden of the ministry and the churches are blended in the word of the Lord to
bring in the one accord.

B. Receiving the Commission for Worldwide Propagation

In 1993 and the years that followed, the churches in Taiwan sent a total of almost two
hundred co-workers to the Russian-speaking world for the propagation there, which also
initiated the gospel move in Eastern Europe. In 2002, the churches in Taiwan began to take
part in the Lord’s move to Asia. At present there are 481 churches with 25,000 saints in the
seventeen countries in Asia to which saints have migrated for propagation.

In 2016, the churches in Taiwan began to participate in the gospel move in Germany along
with the churches in the Lord’s recovery throughout the earth. All the saints pray in one accord
for the propagation in Germany, beseeching that “truth, life, the church, and the gospel”
be brought to Germany, not only to gain the Farsi-speaking and Arabic-speaking refugees but
also to gain the German young people for the recovery of the testimony of the churches in
Germany.

We practice to go “by praying, by giving, and by going” to take care of the Lord’s present
need in Germany. The churches in Taiwan cluster by regions to care for various localities in
Germany. Such a sweet coordination among the churches is for the building of the Body of
Christ, the realization of the one new man, and the preparation of the bride to bring the Lord
back.
